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Abstract

The subject of this article is the linguistic means of forming
the image of an ethnic enemy in the headlines of the English-lan-
guage media during periods of aggravation of relations between
states. The purpose of the article is to conceptually update the
images of Russians, Chinese and Iranians on the basis of their ver-
bal representation in the headlines of British and American news
and analytical media in 2015-2023. This goal is achieved by ap-
plying the methods of seminal, contextual and linguistic analysis,
as well as the method of critical discourse analysis in the process-
ing of text material. The article identifies extralinguistic reasons
that determine the representation of these ethnic groups as hostile
to the Anglo-Saxon world. The results of the study show that the
conceptual spaces of enemy images include the concepts of WAR,
WEAPONS, HATRED, DEATH and others. We come to the conclu-
sion that headlines with ethnonyms perform manipulative and
suggestive functions to justify the hostile foreign policy of the
United States and Great Britain towards Russia, China and Iran.
The results of this study can be useful both for specialists in the
field of imagology and political linguistics, and for journalists.
