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Abstract

This research is devoted to the consideration of the princi-
ples of intermediality as the basis for the organization of lan-
guage education in university teaching practice. The purpose of
the study is to systematize the existing approaches to under-
standing the phenomenon of intermediality, to identify the po-
tential for its practical implementation. The use of general sci-
entific methods of analysis, synthesis and generalization made
it possible to formulate some practice-oriented conclusions de-
fining intermediality as a driving force of innovative education-
al practices. The implementation of the ideas of intermediality
is multi-purpose: it contributes to intellectual and cultural de-
velopment, creative potential, improvement of speaking and
writing skills in a foreign language, development of critical think-
ing, etc. The results of the research are revealed in the descrip-
tion of the local experience of implementing the ideas of inter-
mediality while delivering the course “English Speech Practice”
in I. G. Petrovsky Bryansk State University.
